It shall be the sole responsibility of the shipper and consignee named in OOCL’s bill of lading (hereinafter collectively referred to as the Cargo Interests) to ensure that all scrap and/or waste material shipments meet AQSIQ's safety, hygiene and environmental standards and any other applicable AQSIQ requirements. 

  

Shipper and consignee undertake to hold harmless and indemnify OOCL from any costs and/or expenses that may arise if any cargo and/or container(s) is/are not allowed entry into PRC for non compliance with the above or other regulations. 

In the event that any such shipment is delayed or refused entry into the PRC due to Cargo Interests failure to meet AQSIQ's safety, hygiene and environmental standards or any other applicable standards, Cargo Interests shall be jointly and severally liable to reimburse OOCL for any and all costs, expenses, liabilities, damages, or losses incurred by OOCL as a result of such non-compliance.  This includes, but not limited to, costs of complying with orders and directions of AQSIQ or any other PRC government agency or representative, costs for handling and storing cargo, demurrage, and subsequent transport of the cargo by any mode of transportation, fines and penalties and/or the cost for the return of cargo to shipper at origin as required.
